Practicing Sight Words With Games

Once children have had the opportunity to study new sight words, games are a fun, hands on way to help strengthen their retention. These games are easy to create at home and can be modified based on the particular sight words a child is learning at the time. Remember, sight words are words to be automatically recognized, not sounded out. These words need to be memorized. ( 

· Wordo—Played just like the game Bingo, but this version uses sight words instead of numbers on a grid card.

· Concentration—Sight word concentration cards can easily be made using index cards. Simply write each word on two cards, shuffle and lay face down to play.

· Word Searches—Create word searches featuring sight words or use one of the many available on the Internet.

· Go Fish—Go fish cards can easily be made using index cards. Simply write each word on two cards, shuffle and deal to play.

· Letter Magnet Spelling—To reinforce sight word spelling, provide the child with a set of letter magnets and a metal surface. Call out sight words and ask the child to use the magnets to spell the word.

· Sight-Word Dominoes- Print or create your own set of sight-word dominoes. One word should be on either end of each domino. Using your chosen word cards, deal them out so that each child has the same amount. Children take turns placing their cards down making sure the last letter of one matches the first letter of another word card as in dominoes style.

· Flashlight Words-Have your chosen word cards on display. Turn off the lights and use a flashlight or torch to flash on each word card. Children say the word as you flash on them.

· Tic Tac Toe Here I Go- Have your chosen word cards displayed. Children or Parent uses a pointer to sing as they point to the words in random fashion...'Tic Tac Toe Here I go, Where I Land I Do Not Know'. Stop on a card - children say the word It is fun to go really fast with this and children love being the 'teacher'.

· Coin Toss / Beanbag Toss- Place selected flashcard words on the floor face up. Children take turns to toss the coin, or beanbag onto a word and then say that word or say something interesting about the word, for example, double letters etc. Make this more difficult by asking the 'tosser' to throw onto a specific word or other clues, such as - a word beginning with 'b' or a word with the sound 'oo' in it, or a word with 4 letters for example.

· Sight Word Stairs- Place a different sight word on each stair. Have your child start at the bottom and see how high they can go.  They can earn a point for each time they make it to the top of the stairs. You can go through the whole pile of sight words that you have, or just keep shuffling a set as practice for quick recall.
· Sight Word Path or Bridge- Play the same as Sight Word Stairs but lay the cards out of the floor in a path. See how far your child can go across the room. You could also pretend it’s a bridge so they try to cross the bridge by reading all the sight words correctly.
